Children

should be baptized as soon as possible after the mother returns from

the Hospital. Sponsors must be practical Catholics. If actual

Sponsors can not be present for the Baptism, they should call on their

local Priest and write a note in which they -

1. Express thelr acceptance of the responsibilities of Godfather and
Godmother.

2. Authorize the Priest who baptizes the child to permit others to stand
in as their proxies. (This amounts to "giving power of attorney", -
it may not be "interpreted” or 'taken for granted", It must be
explicit.)

The lncal Priest should then signify that the sponsors are practical Catholics, and sige
the statement,

10 both partics are
Catholic, the bans awst by announccd for three Sundays. The wedding should take place in
the parish of the bride. If the futuve bride is [(rom St. Andrew's Pacish, and she wishes
to be married in another Pacish, she should requust permiusion from the Pastar before
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arrangements are made. Permission will be gladly granted. If one party is of another
faith, six instructions are required before marriage.
